Objectives

Provide proof-of-concept for marketing of HIV testing
Increase HIV testing rates among high-risk gay, bisexual
and other men who have sex with men (GBM) to reduce

undiagnosed HIV within sexual networks.

Increase rate of positivity among tests completed.
